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FIRST BULLETIN

We are pleased to announce that the Seventh School-Seminar on Heavy Ion Physics will take place from May 27 to June 1, 2002, in Dubna. The School-Seminar is organized by the Flerov Laboratory of Nuclear Reactions of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research, Dubna. The aim  of the  School-Seminar is  to acquaint  the participants  with  the  latest  achievements  and  prospects of experimental and theoretical research  in the field of  heavy ion physics.

The previous School-Seminar on Heavy Ion Physics was held in September 1997. 

SCOPE  OF  THE  SCHOOL-SEMINAR


Traditionally the School-Seminar on Heavy Ion Physics addresses the main results obtained in recent years on the interaction of complex nuclei at low and intermediate energies and the perspectives of development.


The Scientific Programme of the VII School-Seminar will cover the following topics: 

· Nuclear reactions at low and intermediate energies

· Physics and chemistry of heavy and superheavy elements

· Nuclear fission dynamics

· Radioactive beams and properties of exotic nuclei

· Nuclear spectroscopy

· New facilities and their programmes

Those interested in attending the conference are requested to fill in the attached Application Form and send it to us by 10 February 2002.

CONTRIBUTIONS

The scientific programme will include review talks (35 min), oral (20 min) and poster presentations of original results. All authors interested in contributing to the conference are requested to submit to the Organizing Committee, not later than 20 March 2002, an abstract of their contribution. The Organizing Committee needs the abstracts for the selection of talks to be included in the programme. By the beginning of the School-Seminar it is planned to publish a Booklet of Abstracts. It will be distributed to all participants during the conference registration.

The abstracts should not exceed 1 page (17 cm x 25.5 cm) and are to be submitted as Microsoft Word, PostScript or PDF files by E-mail completely ready for direct reproduction.


The speakers will be announced in the Second Bulletin.


The volume of the Proceedings of the School-Seminar will be published soon after the School-Seminar. It will include the review talks, the selected oral contributions and the posters. All participants are kindly asked to have two copies of their camera-ready manuscripts upon their arrival to Dubna. The Proceedings will be published by World Scientific Publishing Company, and their standard format will be used.


The working language of the School-Seminar will be English. All presentations, including the discussions and submitted papers, must be in English.

REGISTRATION FEE


The registration fee for participants in the School-Seminar amounting to 250 US $ includes a copy of the Conference Proceedings and a copy of the Booklet of Abstracts, the welcome reception, the banquet, all coffee breaks, cultural events and the transportation from Moscow airport  to Dubna and back. The fee will be accepted in cash during registration of the participants upon arrival.

  
About 150 participants are expected to attend the School-Seminar.. 

The Organizing Committee will particularly encourage the participation of students and young scientists by making available limited financial  assistance. It will cover a  part of the local expenses,  but not the travel expenses.
