Procedure for editing the MySQL- Front database:

1. Go to Start, click on Programs, click on MYSQL –Front, and on the side it will have sub-topics and click on MYSQL –Front.
2. The MYSQL –Front – [Development – library.book (Data Browser)] window should appear. This window is the window to edit the library books. However, if the development window does not appear follow this procedure. On the left side of the page it should say library. Double-click on the word library and then double click on the table called book. Then, click on the word data, which is a field for that table. The database should be your window.

3. To edit various fields you go to that box you want to edit and left click on it with your mouse. Then click edit. You can also cut the information out and just type in or paste the information you want to go in that field. However, be careful to not press delete because it will delete the whole line of information about that book. The new information automatically is saved to the database.
There is several ways to get the correct information to enter into the database so it is in a unified format. Please make sure you are entering the correct information into the database. It will save us time and avoid confusion in the future. You can go to the Library of Congress website (http://catalog.loc.gov/) or the MSU library website  (http://magic.msu.edu/) and search the book by: 
· Title or Author/Creator
· Subject
· Call number
· LCCN, ISSN, or ISBN
· Keywords
 * You also want to make sure the barcode in the book matches what it says on the database.
4. Copy the information off either websites and paste it on the MYSQL –Front.

Examples of how to type the call number, title, publisher, and author/editor:

HD9698.A2 H6- Copy and paste exact call number off either website.

World wide industrial role of nuclear energy- Only the First word of the title is capitalized. You can copy and paste off either website.

General Dynamics Corporation- Copy and paste off either website but do not put the name of city it was published in.

Hopkins, John J. - Type the last name first, then a comma, then the first name and if possible the middle name or initial. Be aware that most of the time there is more than one author/editors. Editors should be entered in the author field however, if there is an author, enter the authors name before the editor. You have enough room to put three authors/editors.
