Updating Web Page Procedures

1. Find** the HTML file* you need to modify.

2. Make a backup copy in case anything happen.

3. There are 2 ways to do this, the easier way is:

· Right click on the HTML file you want to modify.

· Select “Edit with Dreamweaver MX 2004” (Note: the version of the Dreamweaver may not the same as what have shown here. Version might vary from PC to PC.)

Or you can do it the traditional way:

· Go to the Start menu, Programs, Macromedia, Macromedia Dreamweaver MX 2004 (Note: Again, the version of Dreamweaver varies)

· Click on File, Open.

· Locate and open the file you want to edit

4. Edit the webpage as you like

Note:

* HTML file is the webpage you see online which stored in the web folder. They usually have the extension .htm or .html. See “Network Drives mapped on the computer” document for the information about the drives mapped on the computer in library.
