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Update HiRA website:

Most the files could be edited with Dreamweaver without any problem. Some webpages were generated with Microsoft Office (Word, PowerPoint), those would be best be edited by Office program, otherwise strange things might happen. 

This is the general direction for updating webpage by using Dreamweaver:

1. Find the HTML file you need to modify.

2. Make a backup copy in case anything happen.

3. There are 2 ways to do this, the easier way is:

· Right click on the HTML file you want to modify.

· Select “Edit with Dreamweaver MX 2004” (Note: the version of the Dreamweaver may not the same as what have shown here. Version might vary from PC to PC.)

Or you can do it the traditional way:

· Go to the Start menu, Programs, Macromedia, Macromedia Dreamweaver MX 2004 (Note: Again, the version of Dreamweaver varies)

· Click on File, Open.

· Locate and open the file you want to edit

4. Edit the webpage as you like

If the webpage required programs other than Dreamweaver (Eg. MS Word, MS PowerPoint or even notepad) right click on the file and select Open With… then select the program you want to use and click OK

The “root” (http://groups.nscl.msu.edu/hira/) for HiRA website is at:

\\services\groups\hira (Windows)

\\soft\services\groups\hira (UNIX)


Usually the link gives away which .htm file is associated with. For example, I want to modify this link: http://groups.nscl.msu.edu/hira/people.htm. Which means the .htm file you are looking too modify is people.htm and is located at root. 

While the link is not showing any .htm file name, most the time it is index.htm or home.htm. In this case, index.htm will be the case for all time.(At least the original idea is that) For example:

http://groups.nscl.msu.edu/hira/experiment_webpage/

The page you are seeing for this link is index.htm and which is located in folder “experiment_webpage”.

And the slide shows (the bottom frame) are all generated with PowerPoint. Which means it is best to modify them with PowerPoint.

For pages with multi tables/split cells, it would be easier to modify them in the code mode in Dreamweaver (personally speaking).
