Procedure for editing the database:

1. First click start, go to “All Programs”, then “MYSQL”, then click “MYSQL Query Browser”.

2. A Window will open with a few options.  The program will ask you to enter in a “Server Host”, “Username”, “Password”, this information can be attained by your supervisor.  Or email me at shayaant@msu.edu.  I also put a sticky note with this information in the library desk.  There is the option schemata, you can put the word “library” here as it will automatically when you connect take you to the specified table to where the information you need is stored.

3. After you have entered in the specified information, click OK and a new window should open.  The query browser should be open now and you should be ready to start adding/updating to the database.  At first you probably wont understand what you’re seeing but it will become clear soon.

4. The image below should be what you initially see.  There is a schemata tab on the right nav bar.  If you’re not already there click this tab, you should multiple databases, the db we are looking for is “library”.  Once you find the db “library” expand it by clicking the arrow to the right of the class.  You should see the table “book”, if you probably don’t see that something is wrong. 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5. Now double click on the “book” class and stop.  Now look at the upper part of the program, there should be a text box, this box is not your friend.  This area is where you enter SQL statements to modify the existing tables and databases.  If you double clicked correctly there should already be statements in the field.  If not enter 
SELECT * FROM book b; (these statements are case sensitive and require semicolons to end SQL statements, for more on SQL http://www.firstsql.com/tutor.htm)

6. So once you’ve entered this information click the execute button to the right of the field where you just entered those statements.[image: image2.jpg]# MySQL Query Browser - webSelec
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7. Now if you don’t see this you should probably find me so I can walk you through the previous step.  Here are all the books classified by certain values, for example there are columns with the name “id” and “barcode”.  Do not worry about types and the actual values of these identifiers; just worry about adding new books to the database.

Ok here is how you add a book to the database.  1) First Click “edit” all the way on the bottom, right above the horizontal scroll bar. 2) The edit option should stay clicked and now you can start editing your table. 3) Its pretty straightforward editing from here on out, but you have to remember a few things, once you’ve added a whole new entry it does automatically save, next to the “edit” button you will have to apply the new changes or discard them.  Also REMEMBER you can only edit the database in EDIT mode, I drew an arrow showing where the “edit” button is.  When you have applied you’re new changes remember to click “edit” button again as so to stop editing.  REMEMBER the “edit” button must be turned on and off by clicking it, it does not automatically turn off or on.
